The bishops of California have established the Catholic Legislative Network (CLN) to develop a strong, clear, moral
voice for life and justice in our state during a very difficult time. Next weekend all parishioners will have an
opportunity to register for the Network. You will find a one-page description of the newly created advocacy network
below. Please read it, pray about it (and for it), and come prepared to register for this important new effort.

The Catholic Legislative Network (CLN):
A Voice for Life and Dignity in California

Our Catholic faith calls us to participate in the life of our communities. From conception to natural death,
our faith calls us to protect life and to promote dignity and respect for all human beings. In their 2008

Faithful Citizenship statement, the U.S. Bishops write these challenging words. “In

"‘ the Catholic Tradition, responsible citizenship is a virtue; participation in the
political process is a moral obligation.” (Page 4, par. 13)

In response to this challenge, the bishops of California have established a state-wide

legislative network of Catholics who are being asked to become more engaged in the

political process. On the weekend of April 17 & 18, 2010 every parish In the Diocese
of Fresno will hold a Life & Dignity Sunday. During each Mass, the Network will be explained and
parishioners will be encouraged to register for the Network. Completed registration cards will be
forwarded to the California Catholic Conference for inclusion in the statewide data base. All registrations
will be returned to Bishop Steinbock for use on public policy issues.

The Catholic Legislative Network is an organizational vehicle that will enable members to become well
informed and to act on important issues in our state. Through a brief, weekly e-newsletter called Public
Policy Insights, network members will learn about issues and actions being taken on certain priority issues.
In addition, periodic Action Alerts will be sent to members asking them to send an e-mail, a letter, or to
make a phone call to their Senator or Assembly member. If a Senator receives 10 E-mail messages on an
issue, he/she probably pays little attention. If that same senator receives 1000 messages, he/she may
decide to pay attention. A strong voice for life and dignity can make the difference.

There could not be a more important time for this network to emerge. California is in crisis morally and
economically. Staggering budget deficits have shredded the safety net that once protected vulnerable
children and aging adults. But while funding for life-giving programs is eliminated, financial resources for
abortion clinics have not been similarly reduced, and each year proposals to allow doctors to assist their
patients in committing suicide gain momentum in the legislature. The state is also struggling to decide
what a marriage looks like. As Catholics we care deeply about all these “life and dignity” issues. The state
needs a strong, clear, moral voice for life and dignity now!

Your willingness to participate within this network will help the Catholic Church become a powerful Voice
for Life and Dignity in California.

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How is the Blessed Sacrament reverenced in the tabernacle?

Is the reverence different when the Blessed Sacrament is exposed?
A single genuflection is made in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament, whether reserved in the tabernacle or
exposed for public adoration. What distinguishes the reverence given to the exposed Sacrament from adoration
before the tabernacle is the communal nature of reverence to the exposed Sacrament. In Eucharistic exposition, the
Blessed Sacrament is reverenced by the common prayer of the people in silence, song, meditation, incense, and other
liturgical acts including genuflection.

Los obispos de California han establecido la Red Legislativa Catdlica (RLC) para desarrollar una voz moral firme y clara
a favor de la vida y la justicia en nuestro estado, durante estos tiempos tan dificiles que vivimos. Todos los feligreses
tendran la oportunidad de registrarse para la Red el préximo fin de semana durante el Domingo de la Vida y la
Dignidad. Abajo encontrara una hoja describiendo a la red de propugnacion recientemente creada. Favor de leerla,
medite en ésta (y ore por ella), y venga preparado(a) el 17 y 18 de abril para que se registre en esta nueva e
importante tentativa.

i La Red Legislativa Catolica (RLC):
CATHOLIC Una Voz a Favor de la Vida y la Dignidad en California
Nuestra fe catodlica nos llama a participar en la vida de nuestras comunidades. Desde la concepcion hasta la
muerte natural, nuestra fe nos llama a proteger la vida y a promover la dignidad y el respeto para todo ser
humano. En su declaracion del 2008, Ciudadanos Fieles, los Obispos de EE.UU. escriben estas palabras
desafiantes: “En la Tradicion catdlica, ser ciudadanos responsables es una virtud y la participacion en el
proceso politico es una obligacion moral”. Respondiendo a este desafio, los obispos de California han
establecido una red legislativa de catélicos por todo el Estado, a quienes se les pide participar mas en el
proceso politico. Durante el fin de semana del 17 y 18 de abril de 2010, cada parroquia de la Diocesis de
Fresno realizara un Domingo de la Vida y la Dignidad. En cada Misa se dara una explicacion sobre la Red y se
invitara a los feligreses a que se registren para la Red. Las tarjetas de registracion seran enviadas a la
Conferencia Catolica de California para que sean incluidas en la base de datos que se tiene para todo el
Estado. Se entregaran todos los nombres al Obispo Steinbock para que éstos se utilicen solamente en los
asuntos relacionados a las politicas publicas. La Red Legislativa Catolica es un recurso de organizacion que
hara posible que los miembros estén bien informados y que actien cuando surjan cuestiones importantes
en nuestro Estado. Mediante un breve boletin electronico semanal, titulado Perspectivas Sobre las Politicas
Publicas, los miembros de la red se enteraran sobre algunos asuntos y lo que se esta haciendo en torno a los
mismos que tengan cierta prioridad. Adicionalmente, se enviaran Alertas de Accion periodicamente a los
miembros pidiéndoles que manden un correo electrénico, una carta, o que llamen a su Senador o
Asambleista. Si un Senador recibe 10 mensajes electrénicos sobre un tema, él/ella probablemente preste
poca atencion. Si ese mismo Senador recibe 100 mensajes, él/ella puede ser que decida prestar atencion.
Una firme voz a favor de la vida y la dignidad puede marcar la diferencia. Esta red surgié en el momento mas
importante. California atraviesa por una crisis moral y econdmica. Los déficits presupuestarios
tambaleantes han hecho trizas la red de seguridad que alguna vez protegio a los ninos indefensos y a los
adultos mayores. Pero a la vez que se eliminan los fondos para los programas que dan vida, no se han
reducido de manera similar los recursos financieros para las clinicas de abortos, y en la legislatura van
impulsandose cada ano mas las propuestas que permitirian a los médicos asistir a sus pacientes a
suicidarse. El Estado también esta luchando con la definicion de lo que es un matrimonio. Como catolicos,
nos afectan profundamente estos asuntos sobre la “vida y la dignidad”. iEl Estado requiere una voz moral
firme y estentorea a favor de la vida y la dignidad ya! El hecho de que esté dispuesto a participar dentro
de esta red ayudara a la Iglesia catolica a convertirse en una firme y estentorea Voz a favor de la Vida y la
