PLEASE READ and FOLLOW!!!!
The following guidelines are taken from St. Thomas Aquinas - please keep these in mind when you are coming to Mass.

We should wear to Mass what we would wear if a King invited us to his home for a feast. That is, we should wear our best.
Our best should never draw attention to ourselves but give the utmost respect to the King (and His family) of whom we are
special guests. Immodest dress (especially with women) distracts others and could cause them to sin in their thoughts, which
is not why we are at Mass.

Immodest or revealing clothing is never acceptable.
For Women:
tAny clothing that bares midriffs or cleavage

tTight clothing meant to accentuate (to draw attention to) various body parts that God considers, and that we ought to
consider, sacred.

tShort skirts (above knee) or miniskirts

tShorts (capris are okay if they hit below the knee—but still discouraged)

tSleeveless tops (short sleeves are okay)

For Men:
tShorts (yes, even in the summer months)
