What is the difference between Eucharistic Adoration and Eucharistic Exposition?

Fucharistic adoration is prayer before the Blessed Sacrament housed within the tabernacle.
Fucharistic exposition is the ritual by which the Blessed Sacrament is displayed outside the tabernacle
in a monstrance or ciborium for public veneration by the faithful. If is a public celebration that
enables the faithtul fo perceive more clearly the relationship between the reserved Sacrament and the
sacrifice of the Mass which is fruly the origin and the purpose of worship fo the Eucharist outside of
Mass.

What happens when we contemplate the presence of Christ in the Blessed Sacrament at Adoration?

When we contemplate Christ present in the Blessed Sacrament, we are given the opportunity to thank him for his
passion, death, and glorious resurrection, the marvelous saving act that brought about our redemption. Christ draws
near to us, more intimate with us than we are with ourselves. He strengthens our share in his divine life, the life that
transforms us into his likeness, and in the Spirit, he gives us access to the Father. We will be continuing 24 hour
Eucharistic Adoration every First Thursday of the month. Adoration begins in the church after the 6:55 am Mass and
continues until the 6:55 am Mass on the First Friday of each month. If you are interested in becoming involved with
this activity, you may contact Rob Liotta at (240) 350-4678.

I take periodic breaks from my work to read Joyce Rupp’s account of her walk along the Camino road that
stretches across Spain to the coast. The road winds under the Milky Way Galaxy toward Compostela, which means,
literally, field of stars. For six weeks my friend walked with only a pack on her back and the openness in her heart.

In Louisiana I stood alongside hurricane evacuees who had only the shirts on their back. This same theme
returns again and again to my life: we really need so little. Each day the spirit beckons. Will you come and follow me?

OPENING
A. The meeting opened at 6:10 p.m. with a prayer by Msgr. John.

GIULIANO REPORTED:

A. Copy of a letter from Diocese of Fresno to the General Contractors, Seals/Biehle, dated January 21, 2010 was
discussed. The Bishop formally approved the budget for construction and advised contractors to proceed with
the building project. Contract will state that the basis of payment is the cost of work plus a fee with guaranteed
maximum price of $7,800,000 for all construction work of Phase 1 & 2, in addition to site work utilities that were
part of previous budgets. It will reference a schedule of values provided by them for the cost basis fees not to
exceed 3-1/2%. Ground work is moving forward depending on weather conditions. As soon as footings can be
dug, project is scheduled to be completed by Easter of 2011. Payments have been issued for site work and some
contractor fees. Architectural design fees, owner fixture and furnishings and construction management are
separate budgets from construction.

B. Msgr. John asked that the church be completed for Confirmation on March 26, 2011. Giuliano to review schedule
with Seals/Biehle.
C. Copy of Exclusive Authorization and Right to Sell from GRUBB & ELLIS was discussed. The Bishop has signed
the agreement and the asking price for church property on Follett is $1,100,000.
D. Copies of the Contract Budget were reviewed and those will be available in the Campaign Office for anyone to
review upon request.
18, Architect Construction Admin Budget — 50% spent already. Giuliano is renegotiating with him for a revised
budget until completion.
F. Ongoing work is continuing in the fabrication of the window frames, structural steel work, and other items.
FINANCIAL REPORT:
A. Louise Hernandez passed out the Financial Reports for past years and beginning of year 2010. Copies are
available in the Campaign Office for review upon request.
1. Balance of funds in Diocesan account as of 2/10/10 is $2,773,946.12. Construction site bills are paid
through the Diocesan account.
MSGR. JOHN:
A. Msgr. John advised the Committee that no extraordinary bills will be accrued until 90% of construction bill have
been paid.
1. Refurbishing of old statues and purchase of St. Peter’s statue for outside will be on hold.
2o Our Lady of Guadalupe Society has pledged to purchase a picture of Our Lady of Guadalupe
3. A new crucifix for the main altar has already been pledged and paid for.
4. The Daily Chapel has been pledged by family members and it will be named the Holy Family Chapel.
B. The Bell Tower Memorial is still available for a pledge of $250,000. All the new windows have pledges.
C. Bulletin Board at entrance of church will be changed to reflect only a list of those parishioners who have pledged.
As pledges are made, names will be added to the list.
D. Msgr. John asked that the Committee Members continue contacting nonresponsive parishioners regarding a pledge.
1. February 21 was set for the next date for mass calling by volunteers after 5:30 p.m. Mass.
CAMPAIGN STATS:
A. Phyllis Machado reported that out of 1500 registered parish families, 594 have pledged for Campaign 4 for a total
of $2,950,823 in pledges.
1. Some parishioners are still paying for previous campaigns pledges before making a pledge for
Campaign 4.
2e There is an unpaid balance from previous campaigns of $100,000.
B. Approximately 150 parish families did not make regular contributions toward their pledges in 2009. Due to

confidentiality, Msgr. John will be contacting those parish families about payment.

The meeting adjourned at 7:50 p.m. with a prayer by Msgr. John.
The next regular meeting will be announced at a later date.
