28 de junio
Irineo naci6 en Esmirna, al occidente de Turquia. Desde joven fue discipulo de Policarpo, quien a su vez fue

discipulo del apostol Juan. Su vinculacion a la Iglesia apostolica es directa y eso lo manifestd en su ministerio como
obispo y escritor. En sus obras Contra los herejes, se preocup6 no tanto por atacar a quienes tenian un concepto erroneo
de la Iglesia y los misterios de la fe, sino de preservar la autenticidad de la fe cristiana predicada por los apostoles. Una
de las herejias que atacd fue la de los gnosticos, un grupo de cristianos que afirmaban que la salvacion solo venia por un
conocimiento especial de Dios, disponible s6lo para unos cuantos. Irenco, ademas de maestro fue un gran pacificador,
pues concilio las tensiones entre oriente y occidente en lo referente a la celebracion de la Pascua, en la primera luna llena
de la primavera. Movido por la necesidad, aprende los idiomas de la region de Francia y Alemania y va alld como su

obispo, en medio de la persecucion, donde a la postre, murié como martir.
