I’d spent several days at a cottage in the woods, wandering and hiking until my legs would carry me no further. Some
mornings I sat on stones and into the distance for hours letting the morning mist soak through.

One evening she stood
behind me as dusk approached. When I moved to a different stone, for a different vantage, she followed me. So I picked up
one leg, very slowly and quietly, and stomped three times in the dirt. She imitated me. I stomped two times. She stomped
twice. I did it once. She followed. Finally I bowed to her and she stared into my eyes until I knew I’d been looked
right through.

QUINTO DOMINGO DE CUARESMA
NUEVOS COMIENZOS

A medida que nos vamos acercando a la Pascua de Resurreccion, las tiendas de comestibles y
los centros comerciales se llenan de huevos dulces y pollitos, conejitos y mariposas. Muchas

" bautizados en la muerte y resurreccién de Jesucristo. El bautismo nos invita a un nuevo

comienzo. Las imagenes del agua en la lectura de hoy de Isaias nos ayudan a reflexionar en la realidad de que, por las
aguas del bautismo, el Sefior “abrié un camino ... y un sendero” para nosotros (Isaias 43:16). Los poderes del mal en
nuestra vida “se apagaron como mecha que se extingue” (Isaias 43:17). Entonces el Senor realiza “algo nuevo” en

nosotros (Isaias 43:19) y “hara brotar agua en el desierto” (Isaias 43:20) de nuestro corazéon para crear un rio de vida
nueva. Poco a poco nuestros secos desiertos se van transformando en jardines exuberantes para la gloria y honra de Dios.

“VETE, Y NO VUELVAS A PECAR”

Este es el escenario que san Pablo describe en el fragmento de la carta a los filipenses que compartimos hoy.
Leyendo sus palabras casi podemos ver la imagen de un polluelo abandonando el cuarteado cascarén o de una mariposa
dejando su viejo capullo vacio, como si lo que quedd atras de su vida anterior fuera “basura” comparandolo con “la gran
ventaja” de la nueva vida que han comenzado (Filipenses 3:8). Pero Pablo sefiala rapidamente que el bautismo es s6lo un
comienzo. Se necesita toda una vida para “conseguir la perfeccién” (véase Filipenses 3:12), que es “el premio al que Dios
[nos] llama desde lo alto por medio de Cristo Jests” (Filipenses 3:14). En el Evangelio de hoy Jests se hace eco de esta
leccion. El rescata a la mujer de sus opresores, y le ofrece nueva vida con estas palabras: “Tampoco yo te condeno” (Juan
8:11). Entonces la invita a comenzar de nuevo: “Vete y no vuelvas a pecar en adelante” (Juan 8:11). A medida que se
acerca la Pascua, Jestis nos esta invitando a cada uno de nosotros a ser completamente transformado por la nueva vida
que comenzod en nosotros en las aguas bautismales.

SANTO TORIBIO DE MOGROVEJO (1538-1606) - 23 de marzo

Toribio naci6 en Mallorca, Espafia y desde muy joven mostr6 un interés y conocimiento notable del derecho
civil llegando a ser profesor de Derecho en Salamanca y juez inquisitorio. Siendo laico recibi6é el nombramiento de
Arzobispo de Lima, por pedido del rey Felipe II al Papa Gregorio XIII. Llegé a Lima, Pert en 1581 y qued6 sorprendido
al ser testigo de los abusos de los conquistadores y la poca atencion del clero hacia los pobres, pues se habian hecho del
lado de los opresores. Esta situacion le conmovid tanto que fue el primero en convocar un Concilio de obispos en
América; como fruto del mismo Concilio se logré la impresion de catecismos y libros de texto en el idioma vernaculo,
promoviendo ademas, una renovacion en la vida de los sacerdotes. Visit6 todas las comunidades de su diocesis en tres
ocasiones, sufriendo los embates del clima, el hambre y la falta de mapas. Ademas de fundar hospitales y el primer
seminario de América, fue quien trajo justicia y paz al Nuevo Mundo. Se le honra como el santo patrono de los obispos
latinoamericanos.
