Pentecost Sunday 
Comment  
 The first reading is 
so spectacular and amazing 
that there is no getting 
away from the Holy Spirit, 
it seems. There is no place 
to hide. Not that the 
disciples want to; they 
need all the help they can 
get. The presence of the Holy Spirit is unmistakable. It resembles the sweetest qualities of fire and wind. The Holy Spirit 
sweeps people off their feet and out of themselves. It draws them all together in a shared understanding of each other’s 
language. All the verbal barriers that have been erected among peoples disappear in the strong light of the Spirit who is 
called “holy.” Everyone gets it. Clearly, this Spirit is a Spirit of charity and kindness and unity. Everyone understands the 
appearance of God’s grace-filled presence. It seems that everyone wants to belong. What a difference a day makes!  
 The people from all those lands are in Jerusalem to celebrate the Jewish harvest feast of Pentecost. But clearly a 
new harvest is about to be gathered. This is a perfect day for the Spirit who once reposed on those specially blessed by 
God, such as Hannah, the mother of Samuel, and on the kings of Israel, particularly David. The same Spirit was once 
given to Mary and to John the Baptizer. The same Spirit that rested on Jesus at his baptism by John now is given to a 
people. And it forms a people.  
 “We were all given to drink of one Spirit,” Paul reminds us in today’s second reading. Clearly, after Pentecost, the 
problems of the Church did not dissolve or disappear. The Church grew and complications and questions and conflicts 
called for resolution.  
 Paul’s second letter to the Church at Corinth is intense. This people who belong to one Lord and drink of one 
Spirit and share one faith are also squabbling. They are divided between Jew and Gentile, slave and free, rich and poor. 
They want to follow this missionary and then that. Some came into the faith because of Apollo, some because of Paul or 
Cephas. What to do? Remind them of their unity and of the source of their unity. If they are not dwelling in the Holy 
Spirit, they can’t say or accomplish anything. They are just like any bunch of people organized for any good work. The 
source of their life is the Holy Spirit in whom they dwell and of whom they drink. You can’t get much closer than that 
image! They can stay diverse; they can’t change their spots, so to speak. But they must live in the Spirit. 
 
Reflection  
 And this Spirit is a Spirit of forgiveness. We learn this in today’s Gospel. We are brought back in time from 
Pentecost and the early Church (about eighty years out) to the first Easter evening. In this most quiet dusk, Jesus comes 
to his chastened, confused, and frightened apostles, who do not know which way to turn. He offers them a greeting of 
peace, and then gives them a mission. This has to have been a surprise. Why give this bunch a mission, a work of 
continuing his own work on earth?  
 How on earth are they to carry on? By, through, with, and in the gift of the Holy Spirit. Jesus passes on the very 
breath of his life, the Holy Spirit. This gift, this indwelling Holy Spirit, is to manifest itself in the most difficult of human 
gestures—forgiveness. A fallible assembly, such as this one in this room on this evening, is as good an image of 
humankind as any. It needs a Holy Spirit of forgiveness. And it needs it badly.  

Place  
Three place settings. A place at the table. Save a place. My place or yours? Out of place. In 
first place. In the first place. Put them in their place. They don’t know their place. Save a 
place for me. 
Some places are physical; they locate us on the planet. Some places are moral and spiritual; 
they help define our very self. Today we talk about the Spirit who dwells among us. 



St. Peter’s New Church Building  
Committee Notes – May 12, 2010 – 6:00 p.m.  

PRESENT:  Msgr. John, Giuliano DiCicco, David Wlaschin, Anthony Nunes, Louise Hernandez, Beth Valdez, Bob Clement, Colette Falter, & Phyllis Machado  
I. OPENING 
 A. The meeting opened at 6:10 p.m. with a prayer by Msgr. John. 
II. GIULIANO REPORTED: 
 A. Lots happening on site 
  1. A quarter of the footings have been poured.  Three-quarters to go; it’s an ongoing process. 
  2. Inspection teams from the City are doing their job 
  3. Utility pad and slab poured 
  4. Some steel has been delivered and ready to be erected in the project. 
  5. Schedule indicated that the building shell will be complete by the first of March 2011 for interior  
   furniture, pews, altar, etc. to be installed.  Full completion is expected by June 11th that includes  
   everything outside.   
  6. Furnishing to be completed by February 2011 and ready for installation. 
  7. Sample pew to be delivered within the next two weeks. 
  8. Temporary occupancy expected to happen April 2011 in time to have Easter services.  Life safety issues 
   will be done before we take occupancy, before total punch list is completed. 
  9. The punch list will be an on-going process through June 2011. 
  10. Rain has caused a three-month delay but they are picking up the pace to make up time. 
  11. The roof should be on the building by the Fall.  Everything is on track. 
  12. The choice of the color scheme was done by the architect firm and is consistent with design.  Giuliano 
   turned the meeting over to Colette Falter who has been working with Form4 to complete the  
   color scheme board for the new building. 
 B. Colette Falter, a member of the Building Committee, has been working with the architect firm to complete the 
   color scheme of the new building and she presented the boards with much discussion. 
  1. The material originally selected for the pew seats clashed with the carpet selected by the architect firm. 
   She had several additional samples to pick from that would work with the carpet.  At this time, the carpet 
   will only be installed in the bride’s room and sacristy.  Carpet  will not be installed down the aisles over 
   the stamped concrete until such time as it becomes the choice of the parish and funds are available. 
  2. Colette will discuss with the architect firm the three color choices selected by the committee for pew 
   seats.   
III. MSGR. JOHN: 
 A. Msgr. John discussed his thoughts on revising the placement of the current statues.  His plan and thought is  
  to place all statues, redos &crucifix, Stations of the Cross, stained glass windows, and furnishing that are currently 
  in St. Peter’s Church into the new Daily Chapel so that it’s appearance mirrors the current church.   
  1. Msgr. John has been discussing with Giuliano the specific locations for statues and suggesting that niches 
   be placed in areas for that purpose. 
  2. The final decision of which statues will go where will not be made until the church is completed enough 
   to make a good decision.   
  3. A discussion on whether the statues of the Sacred Heart of Jesus and Our Lady of Fatima should be 
   placed in the Daily Chapel or main body of the church took place.  The final decision will be made later. 
  3. Our Lady of Guadalupe Society has pledged to purchase a picture of Our Lady of Guadalupe and that too 
   will be placed in the Daily Chapel. 
  4. The tabernacle will be accessible from the Daily Chapel and Main Altar.  It will be centered on the wall  
   behind the altars that separates the two rooms.  
  5. For safety reasons, only electric candles will be used throughout the church. 
 B. Msgr. John does not plan to have new celebrant’s chairs built.  Beautiful chairs have been donated and a  
  parishioner has volunteered to refurbish them to match the other furniture. 
 C. A drawing of the revised framing for the new Stations of the Cross for the main church was shown and approved. 
  D. Msgr. John asked that Bob Clement, Rick Rocha & Allen Dale continue the research of a St. Peter’s statue and 
  rock that is proportionate to the building for a personal memorial by an interested parishioner.  He gave them a 
  deadline of November 2010. 
IV. FINANCIAL REPORT: 
 A. Louise Hernandez passed out updated Financial Reports.  Copies are available in the Campaign Office for review 
  upon request. 
  1. The total cash balance in banks is $2,545,852.50 
  2. Monthly contribution deposits are between $40,000 - $100,000. 
 B. Phyllis reported on New Church Building Campaign 4 
  1. As of 5/10/10, 678 pledges for $3,036,863 and 822 parishioners have not pledged.
